F. Brown has deemed it advisable to freeze 

the compensation of employees and officers 

at the levels established for calendar year

economic situation and how it impacts 

Rome taxpayers, and  

Whereas, the majority of employees 

and officers agreed to participate in the 

freezing of their compensation at 2008 

levels for the 2009 fiscal year, and  

 

 Whereas, Mayor James F. Brown 

recommends that Article V, Chapter 46, 

Section 144 be amended to provide for the 

freezing of compensation for employees and 

officers not otherwise covered by a 

collective bargaining agreement and fixed 

for fiscal year 2009 at 2008 levels, now,

 BE IT ENACTED, by the Common 

Council of the City of Rome, New York that 

the Rome Code of Ordinances, Chapter 46, 

Article V, Section 144 be and is hereby 

amended as follows: 

 

Sec. 46-144.  Wages. 

(a)   Employees and officers.  Employees 

and officers, with the exception of members 

of the board of estimate and contract, shall 

be compensated at the salary rates set forth 

by the City of Rome--CSEA Contract in 

effect for each calendar year. Employees 

governed by the step increment system set 

forth in such contract shall receive the 

increment applicable to their years of 

service.    

(b)   Board of estimate and contract.  

Charter members of the board of estimate 

and contract, whose salaries are not 

addressed by other sections of the Charter or 

this Code, shall receive a yearly cost of 

living adjustment, not to exceed five 

percent. The cost of living adjustment shall 

be determined in accordance with subsection 

2-236(b). Members appointed to the board 

of estimate and contract after January 1, 

1994, shall not be eligible to receive step 

increments as set forth in the City of Rome--

CSEA Contract.   

(Code 1966, § 11-93) 

 

(c) The compensation of employees and 

officers governed by the provisions of this 

section and all mayoral appointees shall 

be frozen at 2008 levels for fiscal year 
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2009.  This provision shall expire on 

December 31, 2009.

 Whereas, the City of Rome and 

countless other municipalities, states and the 

federal government are experiencing a 

severe economic crisis which has most 

recently been deemed to be a recession, and 

 

 Whereas, it is anticipated that the 

City of Rome will experience significant 

increases in the cost of doing business 

coupled with the loss of state and federal 

aid, and a decrease in the revenue generated 

from sales tax, and  

 

 Whereas, in an effort to control the 

costs of government and to stem the adverse 

impact of the recession on the City of Rome, 

its taxpayers and employees, Mayor James 

F. Brown has deemed it advisable to freeze 

his compensation at the levels established 

for calendar year 2008, and  

 

 Whereas, Mayor James F. Brown 

recommends that Chapter 2, Division 1, 

Section 236 of the Rome Code of 

Ordinances be amended to provide for the 

freezing of compensation of the mayor for 

fiscal year 2009 at 2008 levels, now,

 BE IT ENACTED, by the Common 

Council of the City of Rome, New York that 

the Rome Code of Ordinances, Chapter 2, 

Division 1, Section 236 be and is hereby 

amended as follows: 

 

Sec. 2-236.  Salary of mayor; cost-of-living 

increase. 

(a)   The common council ordains that the 

salary for the position of mayor be set at 

$55,000.00 per year, effective January 1, 

1992. 

(b)   The cost-of-living guidelines in this 

subsection shall be followed in determining 

any salary increase in subsequent years. A 

cost-of-living increase shall be added to the 

salary of the mayor each year under the 

following conditions and under the 

following formula: 
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(1)   The increase shall be based on a cost-

of-living index computed from May 31 of 

one year to May 31 of the following year. If 

the increase is three percent or more than the 

increase in salary of the mayor it shall be 

increased by the percentage rate of the cost-

of-living index, but not more than five 

percent in any single year. 

(2)   If the cost-of-living index each year as 

computed in subsection (b)(1) of this section 

does not increase three percent, no salary 

increase will be allowed. However, the 

percentage increase during that year shall be 

added to the cost-of-living increase in the 

following year, and if the total percentage 

rate of the following year is three percent or 

over, the salary of mayor shall be increased 

by that percentage rate, but in no case shall 

exceed five percent in that year. 

(3)   Any salary adjustment as computed in 

subsections (b)(1) and (2) of this section 

shall be effective on January 1 of the 

following year. 

(4)   Any percentage increase in the cost-of-

living index over five percent in any year 

shall not be cumulative or carried over to the 

following year. 

(c)   Subsection (b) of this section will be 

suspended during 1998 and 1999. On 

January 1, 1998, an increase of 2.25 percent 

shall be added to the salary of the mayor. On 

January 1, 1999, an increase of 2.75 percent 

shall be added to the salary of the mayor. On 

January 1, 2000, and each and every year 

thereafter section 2-236(c) will be in full 

force and effect for the purposes of 

determining any salary increase for the 

mayor. 

(5) For fiscal year 2009, the salary of the 

mayor shall be frozen at the level 

established for fiscal year 2008.  This 

provision shall expire on December 31, 

2009.

thermal panels, which serve to produce 

energy from nondepletable energy sources. 

These sources of energy (excluding 

minerals) are derived from:   

 

(a)   Incoming solar radiation, including, but 

not limited to, natural daylight and 

photosynthetic processes; 

 

(b)   Energy sources resulting from wind, 

waves and tides, lake or pond thermal 

differences; and 

 

(c)   Energy derived from the internal heat of 

the earth, including nocturnal thermal 

exchanges.
